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BULLETINS FROM BRITAIN

GREAT VICTORY
IN EGYPT

When at 10 o'clock at night
on Friday, October 23rd, the
British 8th Army launched its
wremendous offensive  against
ifield Marshal Rommel’s “Afrika
corps” and its Italian auxiliar-
o8, this initiative of the Allied
High Command did not come
unexpeeted, What the Germans
apparently did not know was
what was in store for them. The
attack in the heavily fortified
nemy positions which stretch-
»d from. the Quattara Depression
to the Mediterranean along a
forty mile front were covered by
a mas<ed artillery barrage, the
intensity of which surpassed
anvthing of its kind yet seen in
Morth Africa. Reporters describ-
eid it as a wall of fire laid down
by ‘the- synchronised batteries.
The effect on the defenders was
tremendous, and although the
rveports which came through
Irom Cairo were couched in the
iost cautious terms, there can
e no doubt now that the High
Command had planned the at-
1wek with the utmost care and
ihat it was successful right from
the beginning.

‘The information now avail-
able indicates that the new Bri-
i1igsh/ 6—pounder and 25—pound-
¢r field guns were in a great
measure responsible for the ini-
tial success of the offensive, and
that' later on the high quality
andoffensive spirit of the en
of the 8th Army as well as their
magnificent equipment for this
lottle proved much superior to
that of the Germans. This supe-
tsority was also apparent when
it the. beginning of November
the armoured tank forces of both
ifrmies met in their fierce three
tay's clash. This time Rommel’s
“Panzer” divisions met an ene-
my worthy of their steel, but the
./ ritish tanks came out on top
and the Germans a very  bad
;veond as shown by the result.
‘t'he Afrika Korps suffered a
major defeat. More than 300
tierman tanks, or about hall of
the enemy's strength in tanks,
was destroyed, more than 10,000
trisoners of war have fallen into
Eritish’ hands at the time of go-
ing to press, and the rest of the
wnce powerful German army’is
streaming back into Libya in
isorderly flight. Not even the
Nazi generals could stay the
retreat of their troops, and one
i them was captured while two
ithers are reported to have fal-
len on’ the field of battle,

This is indeed a worthy rev-
cnge for the sudden fall of To-
oruk earlier in the year, and
the newspaper correspontlents
with the 8th Army report that
the British are treading the heels
nf the retreating Germans and
allow them no rest by cay and
by night. The chances are that
the whole enemy srmy in the
Desert will be annihilated within
the next few days, they assert.

TON FREIGHTER CAN
- HOLD

Both in the United Kingdom
and ind Canada the shipyards
are working day and night in
the construction of liuge rargo
vessels of a standarised 10,000
tyre waith 2 view 1o Kaeping
ons ot home and m the fight-
ing forces abroad suoplicd with
arms. eauipment and foxd Thaoy
are simple, 'sea-worthy vessels
which can be built in record
time and ‘many of them are al-
ready doing yeoman service on
the Seven Seas.

The hull of one of the 10.000
tonners is like a great steel hox,
with heavy steel walls dividing it
into sections. It provides thou-
sands of cubic feet of cargo
space.

An indication of the carrying
capacity of such a 10,000-tonner
may be gained from considera-
tion of the mixed carge one ship
can carry on one trip, stowed in
the various holds and on deck:

Enough flour, cheese, bacon,
ham, canned and dried foods to
feed 225,000 persons in Britain
for one week; steel and other
war metals in slabs and bars
amounting to 2,150 tons; enough
motorized equipment {(uwnversal
carriers, trucks ant molorey-
cles) to equip a full infaniry
battalion 1,900 tons of bombs, or
enough to load 950 medium bom
bers for attacks on weestern
Germany, or to load 225 heavy
bombers for attacks on Berlin;
enough lumber, plywood, wall-
board ' nails, to build ninety four
-rgom cottages, or a row of
dwellings nine blocks long; two
complete bombers stowed on the
deck; and enough aluminum in
the holds to contribute to the
building of 310 medium bom-
bers or 640 fighters in Ensland.

While bilding men-o'-war of
various kinds for Canada's Navy
is not so vast an undertaking,
it is probably more colorful than
building carge boats. It is cer-
tainly as vital'a job. Corvettes,
minesweepers, destroyers, and
more than 1,000 small craft for
many warlike uses are involved
here. The total expenditure runs
very close to § 200,000,000.

Paying a tribute in London to
the wonderful spirit of the Mal-
tese in defying Avis attempls to
subdue them, Sir Edwaird Jack-
son, Lt.-Governor of Malta, de-
clared: “You can be perfecily
sure the island will be in the
fight to the finish".

GERMANY'S MANPOWER

I BRITAIN'S EXPANDING
NAVAL STRENGTH

LONDON, Nov.—German boys
of sixteen years of age are being
used for actual fighting on the
Russian front as the result of
the German army being bled
further and further in its impos-
sible task to vanquish the Soviet
forces. The manpower of the
Reich is definitely giving out,
and the German illystrated
weekly “Die Woche” describes
in one of its recent editions the
work of the so-called “Young
Men" of the Labour Service in
Russia. The article reveals that
these boys—whose ages were
recently given by Goebbels as
from 16 ot 18—are as much a
par{ of the fighting services as
any of the regular solliers. One
of these boys is reported as say-
ing: “I managed to kill three
Russians with my revoelver'.
Another said: “We werc actual-
ly at firing practice wlen the
attack started. We threw our-
selves into the fray and rushed
forward to stop the enemy. Fur-
ther evidence that Hitler is de-
termined to drag the whole Ger-
man youth down to death with
him before he is finally destroy-
ed is contained in a German
News Agency's message which
states that the German military
authorities are appealing for
volunteers between the ages of
16 and 18 for traing as non-
commissioned officers.

LFLAGS OF THE ALLIES |

GUATEMALA

The Guatemalan flag, intro-
duced in 1871, consists of three
vertical bands, the middle one
being white and the other two
light blue. The colours represent
peace between the two oceans.

The coat-of-arms on the white
band consists of a beautiful bird
of exceptional plumage, known
as the quetzal, symbolizing Li-
berty, for it is said that this bird
cdoes not live long in captivity.
The quetzal is perched on a
seroll of parchment with the fol-
lowing wording: Libertad 15 de
Setiembre de 1821. Two crossed
rifles and two golden swords are
incorporated and all these em-
blems are surrounded Ly two
sprays of laurel tied at the bot-
tom by a ribbon of the Jivate-
malan colours, blue and white.

COSTA RICA

The flag of Costa Rica consists
of horizontal bands of blue,
white, red, white, blue, the red
band being double the size of
thé others.
