Cuando en la madrugada de hoy el
Embajador de los Estados Unidos en
Gran Bretafia, Mr. John G. Winant,
fué mterrogndo por un periodista so-

Franklin Del-nq Roosevelt, el desta-
cado diplomatico contests sencilla-

mente: “Ha muerto el mas ilustre nor-
teamericano contemporaneo”, y a es-
tas palabras agregamos: uno de los
mas grandes hombres de todos los
liempos y un sincero amigo del pue-
blo britanico y de sus vetustas insti-
tuciones democraticas.
