NEGRCES FIGHT IN
ASIA

LONDON, October—(By Ca.
le)—Full details of the fine fight
ing record of the men of the Blst
and 82nd West African Divisions
in Burma have just been disclos
ed here.

These 100,000 men, all volun-
teers, and the first West Africans
to be sent outside the continent
of Africa to fight, played an im-
portant part in giving the Japon-
ese the biggest land defeat of the
war. For in Burma at least an
many Japanese were killed as, on
all the various Pacific fronts put
together. As General MacArthur
said:

“The Japs were beaten main-
1y on land”.

Main battleground for the 8lst.
Division was the grim Kaladan
Valley—probably one of the hav
dest battlefronts of the war. For
although it is only 60 miles from
the Burma coast, it is cut off by

anges of steep mountains cover-
ed with impenetrable bamboco
‘orests. \

“The divisional commander has
sraised the courage of the sap-
pers who dared to think the fist
mountain was negotiable”, sail
ine of the division's officers. “It
went straight up for  over 2,000
feet and, coming down the other
side, reminded one of a rolla=-
coaster. The sappers made the
road all right. We know, we hai
to march over it".

Into this supposedly impene-
trable country went the 8lst Di-
vision on foot

Vehicles, heavy artillery or
animals would only have imped-
ed the advance. Once into the
valley, they drove rapidly dowa
both banks of the Kaladan with
such swiftnehs that—so one story
goes—even the Japs, as they re-
treated, left notes congratulating
them on the speed of their ad-
vance,
