Those who argue the question do not, however, seem
fo give due consideration to the magnitude of the task,
which not only involves so many geographical difficulties
but is faced with the important fact that the enemy in the

necupied countries have not been idle by any means, that

they have been providing the, precautionary measures for
meeting srvch a contingency, notwithstanding the disas-
dreus results of the constant raids by the Royal Air Force.
%'prrsent-day warfare is of a type far different from that of
vore. We live in a mechanized age, hence even in our
belligerent activities, the outstanding feature is the moto-
rized divicions, the mechanical machines, the aircraft ansl
other devices at the disposal of the contending forces. This
was fully demonstrated in France, in Greece in Crete.
