The Caucasus range extends
like a barrier across the Cau-
casian Peninsula, in a W.N.W.
direction from the peninsula
of Apsheron on the Caspian
Sea, to the mouth of the Kuban
River on the Black Sea. Total
length of the range is about
030 miles, and . its width varies
from 30 to 140 miles. From a
height of some 4,000 feet in the
portion flanking the Black Sea,
the range rises in the central

The Georgian Mlhtmy Road,
reportedly the best and most
;important, crosses the range at
'its narrowest point. From the
town of Ordzhonikidze, the
road runs generally south,
climbing to ‘the Krestovaya
Pass where it crosses the ran-
ge At an altitude of 7,695 feet.
Tt then descends quite rapidly
still in a southerly direction, to
Tiflis, southern terminus of the
route. Recent press reports in-
dicate that the higway must
have heen considerably improv-
ed in recent years, although
precise details as to its condi-
tion are of course lacking.
First-hand reports from trave-
llers on the road, as late as
1937, stated that while the
lower stretches were in fair
shape the road narrowed to
carttrack width as it reached
the top of the pass. Innume-
rable hairpin turns, lack of
guard-rails and frequent wash-
outs made vehicular fravel
slow, difficult and dangerous.
At that time the trip from one
end of the route to the other
took about twelve hours, with
luck.

Second in importance, it is
said, is the Ossetian Military
‘Road. This.route runs roughly
south and west from the town
of Elkhotovo, climbing through
river valleys and gorges until
it reaches the Mammisson Pass
at a height of 9,265 feet. The
pass is stated to be the highest
suitable for vehicles of any sort
in the Caucasus. Again, detail-
ed information as to state of
the road is not available, but
it is apparently considered to
be jnferior to the Georgian
Road, and unsuitable for motor
traffic over most of its length.
The higher levels are said to
be at least partly unsurfaced
so that mud and dust, in season
add to the difficulties of the
route. ?

Far to the west and roughly
paralleling the coast of the
Black Sea runs a third route,
the Sukhum Military Road.
This road runs south from the
town of Sukhum, through a
chain of valleys to Klukhor Ba-
rracks. From this point the
route is described as a mere
bridle-path which crosses the
mountains through the Klukhor
Pass at a height of 9,235 feet.

On the southern side of the
Caucasus the snow-line begins
at about 9,500 feet, on the nor-
thern side at some 10,800 feet,
owing to drier climatic condi-
tions on the north side of the
range. In view of the heights
of the three passes it may be
assumed that blocking by sihow
drifts must constitnte a pro.
blem for a good part of the
year. The only reports avai-
lable on this point indicate
that up to this year at least
the Georgian Road was the
only one viable in winter. On
the Ossetian Road the best
travelling season is said to be
in July and August, while the
Klukhor Pass on the Sukhum
Road is stated to be snow-free
only in August.

From the military point of
view, the region of the Cau-
casus is one of the most dif-
ficult to imagine for operations
with large forces and mecha-
nised equipment, which is the
reason that Hitler's effort to
conquer this strategic territory
never were successful beyond
the occupation of the foothills.
The Russians put up a most
determined resistance and the
Germans were never able to
take possession of the impor-

tant oil fields of « Grozny,
although they were able to

seize those of Maikop near the
Black Sea. The present
southern drive of the Soviet
armies is seriously endangering
the communications of the
German armies in this region,
