En LA TRIBUNA del miércoles pasado el caballe-
ro don Mariano Guardia, Secretario de la Junta de Con
trol de las Exportaciones, llama la atencion sobre las
proporciones alarmantes que ha adquirido en el pais la
explotacién contra los ciudadanos norteamericanos. Ci-
ta el caso de habérsele cobrado a un grupo de visitan-
tes, ocha colones por un servicio de automévil que segin
las tarifas apenas vale dos. El hiecho es repugnante no
por la ciudadania de la victima, sino por el abuso a ex-
tranjeros que nos visitan, cualquiera que sea su nacio-
nalidad.

Desgraciadamente no es solo en San José, sino en
todo el pais donde esa [explotacion se ha convertido en
comercio corriente y no solamente se ejerce contra el
turismo que nos visita, sino contra los propios costarri-
censes en todos los aspectos de la vida econémica. En
el automévil, en el cabaret, en la pulperia, en el alma-
cen, en el mercado, en todas partes a donde hay que
pagar, la explotacién aparece mas o menos disfrazada.

Pretende el sefior Guardia que sea el propio comer-
cio el que reaccione en beneficio de los ciudadanos de
la nacién que esta salvaguardiando la integridad del

inente. Y nosotros pensamos que peca de iluso el
sefior Cuardia si piensa que ha de lograrse una reac-
cién favorable. Mientras el Gobierno no proczda en una
forma drastica contra esta clase de explotadores, nada
se lograra en concrelo. La creacion de una Junta de Con
trol de Precios se hace absolutamente indispensable, no
solamente para el hecho que apunta el sefior Guardia,
sino también para el control de los articulos de prime-
ra necesidad en donde es necesario defender al publi-
co, Mientras la Junta o cualquier otra entidad, debida-
mente apoyada por las autoridades, no limite a ejem-
plo de otros paises, la utilidad del productor, del ven-
dedor y del agente, nada se gana con las lamentacio-
nes.

La suspension de garantias individuales decretada
por ¢l Congreso no ha sido necesario usarla sino en muy
contadas ocasiones. El pais ha seguido su misma eter-
na ruta de libertad completa para todos los ciudadanos.
El Gobierno dizl Doctor Calderén Guardia puede va-
nagloriarse legitimamente de haber tenido en sus ma-
nos una arma tan poderosa, sin haber tenido que usar-
la en menoscabo de la ciudadania y de la democracia.
