...' The sum alloecated by the Act
‘was small in relation to the tre-
endous costs of war; but the
(&pirit wherein the Act was pas-
sed was one of unshakeable {aith
‘in the future at a time when
the rest of the world saw no
futur'c for Britain.
‘A DYNAMIC SYSTEM “The
empires of the past have died
because they could not change
with the times. They were rigid.
They conformed to a fixed pat-
tern. By contrast our Empire
has had the great quality of
adaption. By that it lives.” (Mr.
Harold Macmillan, former Un-
der-Secretary of State for the
Colonies, June 24th. 1842),
A NEW SENSE OF RESPONSI-
BILITY. The population has “a
far more positive view of (he
functions of state. They see in
it an organ whereof the chief
functions of service are their
own social needs, the promotion
of their own physical material
welfare, .. What they regard as
its functmn in regard to our de-
purposes must apply equally to
its function in regard to our de-
pendencies.” (Lord Hailey, Oc-
tober 1941).
THE COLONIES AND ECONO-
MIC DEVELOPMENT, “We
must be ready to spend more
freely to set the colonies econo-
mically on their feet. I don't
advocate impractical spendthrift
_ Ppolicies, but casting our bread
upon the water, even it it returns
to us not only after many days,
then not in the form of exclusi-
ve markets or large dividends,
but those other far more valid
rewards — the growth of con-
tented and progressive comru-
nities, good neighbours and va-
1ued economic partners, whose
progresa serves not only them-
gclves, but us and the rest of the
world.”

LONG-TERM HOPES. The eco-
nomic and educational progress
going hand in hand, grouping
neighbouring colonies into larger
administrative units, with a
consequent larger degree of self-
government and integration of
these units in a world program-
me, and finally a new element
of international trusteeship —
these are the long term hopes of
the®men who are shaping colo-
nial policy. The conception of a
walled and isolated empire has
disappeared. From the smallest
colony to the greatest domina-
tion it must play part in world
affairs. In Mr. Herbert Morri-
son’s words: “One of the stron-
gest elaims of the British system
on the confidence of other na-
tions great and small is that the
long-term interests of our Em-

‘pire are wholly in accord with

“During tha last nine months
the enemy's railway system has
been attacked f{rom the air al-
most every day, sometimes by
fighters, sometimes by bombers,
and often by both. In this period
one R A.F. fighter group alone
has shot up more than 400 rail-
way engines in Germany and
occupied territory.

These attacks have hit the

.Germans in a vulnerable spot,

for their railway systems have
been severely strained in coping
with the supply traffic to their
troops in Russia and in the scat-
tered parts of Seandinavia and
western Europe. Barges and
coastal shipping, which are used

‘as an alternative means of com-

munication, have also suffered
severely at the hands of the
R.A.F., and the United States
Eighth Army Air Force have
increased the difficulties by
heavy bombing attacks on the
railway works at Fives-Lille and
Rouen.

Damage to rolling-stock and
tracks has often led to serious
delays in the arrival of {ood,
ammunition, and reinforcements,
and the effects have been felt as
far away as Italy.

During November and Décem-
ber, Mustangs, Spitfires, and
Whirlwinds destroyed or dama-
ged over 120 engines — an aver-
age of two a day -—— and this
month, so far, railway targets
have been attacked almest every
day with good results.

Much dislocation has been
caused at engine and rolling-
stock repair and maintenance
yards, and R.A.F. bombing of
such places as Duisburg, the
largest inland port in Europe,
has caused considerable hold-
ups, damage, and loss. One re-
sult of our raids on railway
centres has been that Italy has
this winter gone short of coal,
for supplies of which she looks
to Germany .

On January 20 Mr. Roosevelt
entered the second half of- his
third term as President of the
United States.

Enormous changes have taken
place since he was inaugurated
two years ago. Then the United
States was not merely at peace
with all the world but was sub-
ject to a Neutrality. Act, and
other laws designed to ensure
that it should remain at peace
whatever happened abroad. It
was illegal for American ships
to enter war zones. Belligerent
powers who wished to obtain
American arms and other sup-
plies could do so only on the
“cash and carry” principle.

No American forces were sta-
tioned outside American terri-
tory and it was illegal for the
small, new conscript army, then
not half way through its first
vear of training, to serve outside
the continental United States
itself. The total land and air
forces of the United States num-
bered little more than 1% mi-
llion. The budget under which
the federal government was
operating calleq for an expendi-
ture of a mere £5 thousand mi-
llions, of which nearly half was
not directly connected with the
war, It

American industry was in ef-
feet producing war supplies
with its left hand only, devot-
ing its right hand to the produc-
tion of the biggest number of
automobiles and other consumer
goods, of all time. Defence ex-
penditures had not yet involved
any real hardships or even in-
conveniences to the American
people who were enjoying better
times than they had for over a
decade.

To-day the United States is
at war with Germany, Italy and
Japan, and with all their sa-
tellites except Siam and Finland,
It is supplying the other United
Nation with arms and  other
supplies under Lend-Lease at a
rate of more than £21; thous-
and millions:a year, It has many
soldiers, sailors and airmen over-
seas, in every continent and on
every ocean, as composed the
total strength of its armed forces
two years ago. It is considering

a federal budget calling for an
expenditure of £25 thousand
Imillinns, the overwhelming pro-
jportion of which is for direct
| war purposes.

It has ruthlessly converted its
industries to war production,
having for a full year banned the
production for private use of
a long range of consumers'
goods, headed by passenger
cars. It is beggining to
feel the real pinch of war
being already subjected so siriel
rationing of commodities, such as
petrol and coffee, previously
deemed to be American ‘“‘neces-
sities”, and is looking forward
in the coming months to further
and harsher sacrifices.
