SUPPLIES

LONDON, Mar.—The effecti-
veness of Britain’s blockade to
cut off Germany's overseas oil
supplies is admitted by the Ger-
man agricultural expert Dr.
Nieler in an article published by
the German agricultural journal
“Berichte Ueber Die Landwir-
tschaft’. Before the war Ger-
man—occupied Europe import-
ed two million tons of vegetable
and marine oil virtually all
from overseas. Europe is now
thrown back on its own resour-
ces and has made desperate
attempts {o make good the loss
of its overseas supplies by the
cultivation of oil seeds, But
despite the intensive cultivation
of linseed, hemp, sunflower and
rape sceds—which are expensive
in labour demands, exhausting
fo the soil and trickly to grow
— Dr. Nieler admits that the
British blockade still leaves
German—occupied Furope with
a gap of 1.7 million tons. The
only way by which this gap can
be shortened s, firstly, by
attempting to break the blockade
with shipments from the Far
East. However, the British Navy
has proved itself more than a
match for the occasional block-
ade runners, and the recent
sinking of one German tanker
by the British forces caused the
withdrawal of the margarine
ration throughout the entire
Reich. The second-way to re-
duce the fat gap, which is advo-
cated by Dr. Nieler, is a fur-
ther economy in the use of in-
dustrial fats If this economy, he

\says, is sufficiently drastie. the

gap of 1.7 million tons may he
reduced by 100,000 {ons. which
does not seem to go very far.
