Eve}‘ywhere in England the
thurch bells are ringing again.
In bombed Canterbury and all
the ancient towns built about
the, .. medieval cathedrals; in
Westminster and the leafy
squares of ravaged London; in
the cloistral guadrangles of Ox-
ford and Cambridge; in the stee-
ple-topped vilages of the South
Downs and the Great North
Road, the *familiar chime of
bells, so long unheard, falls on
the air once more.

A young veteran of convoy
battles and of hundreds cof air
raids from the Ariie to the Me-
diterranean is the British Jes-
troyer H. M. S. Matchless, com-
missioned in February 1942,
and now starting her second
year at sea.

The story of her {irst year—
a story of daring, endurance,
and achievement includes
three convoys: to Russia, and
one to Malta a runming battle
with Italian cruisers and des-
iroyers in the Mediterranzan;
and 269 air raids in Malta.

The speed with which ac-
tions folowed one another is
shown by the fact that for three
months the Matchless’'s mail
fziled to catch up with her., On
several occasions the destroyer,
bounds gut of port for a new
adventure, sailed past the in-
coming mail ship.
