The disguise is pierc-
ed, and the natives of the “co-
prosperity sphere” don’t think
of Japan as a liberator, but re-
cognize her as the ruthless ty-
rgnt she is.

AXISLOST 111
GENERALS

LONDON, May. — Since the
beginning of the war at least
111 German and Italian gene-
rals have been captured by the
British and American forces.
Among Lhe prigoners were nine-
teen German generals.

Ninety-two Halian generals
were captured. Some of them.
including the Duke of Aosta,
died after their capture, One
German, Genersl Friemel
who was captured by the Ne-
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
