‘“King’'s Own Yorkshire Light

Infaniry" fron Northern Eng.-
land end the “Hampshire re-
giment” from Southern En-

gland all took part in favorable
action at the Battle of Minden,
when British infantry chargad
and defeated enemy cavalry.
The Scottish, Argyll, and Sou-

thern Highlanders gave histo-
ry the legend of the “thin red
line' at Balaclava in 1854,

wihen they met and defeated the
charge of the crack Russian
cavalry, standing in lines with
open flanks instead of form-
ing the traditional squares. The
“Black Watch”, to this day,
wears ity famous red hackle or
vulture’s plume in memory of
the occasion in 1795, when they
themselves chaged and dispers-
ed the- cavalry. Th¢ “Buffs”.
who have the proud distinetion
of being the third Regiment of
the Line of the British Army
were originally the London Vo-
lun'‘eer Force, which went 1o
Holland to fight in the Dutch
War of Independence against
Epain. They carned the nick-
name of “resurrectionists” be-
cruse they got on to their feet
and foughit on after being rid-
den over by cavalry. The “Gor.
don Highlanders” made history
at: Waterloo. When the “Scols
Greys"' cavalry charged the
French cavalry ,the Gordons
broke their ranks and ran in
with the Greys holding on to
the stirrups of the British ca-
valry. Other regiments among
those who heve helped to sweep
the.axis out of Africa include
the famoud “Yorkshire and Lan
cashire”’, who, at that time sta-
tioned in India, carried out two
expeditions into Arabia  in
1809 and 1821 to put dewn sla-
very.

The size of mod-
crn fronts and the complexity
of modern weapons ind services
compel a specialization even up
to the top which cah be over-
come ¢nly by personal co-opera
tion  and collaboration, * The
British in Africa recognized
this when they maintained their
separate army and air force
organizetions, but put the
ground general and air com-
mander info the same tent.

On his first appearance in
the House of Commons as
Prime Minister, on May 13th,
1940, Mr. Churchill uttered
that sober but electrifying
phrase that has become a part
of history— “I have nothing to
offer but bloed, toil, tears and|
sweat”.

Even he can hardly have réa-
lised how true his words were,
to prove. These three years
heve meant suffering and la-
bour for the world and for
this nation, such as find noll
parallel in our annals. It has
been a grim business, dfaced’
with a quiet courage and de-y
termination of which we may
well be proud.

The struggle is not over,
Blood and sweat must still
flow before victory is achieved.
He is no true lover of his coun-
try who indulges in premature
rejoincings or slackens his own |
toil.

Ang yet surely a sober thank-
fulness is our proper attitude
to-day. We look back upon
great effort and great achieve- -
ment. The outlook has been
transformed. The end Is sure,
