A glider released at 10.000 ft
can travel 30 miles, and is capa-
ble of coming in at hedge height
at 70 m. p. h. or more. Being
made of wood, it is not .easilv
destructible; it has no engine
be disabled, no bombs to explode
nor fuel to be ignited. It can ab.
sorh a good deal of fire without
becoming out of control. It in
not a very highly- finished wea
pon, probably making gnly onc
operational journey, and can be
mass-produced quite cheaply.

Its great advantage, when used
in [-(nljlu'.:tinh with  Alrborn
troops, is that it can land a com-
pact body of men in a small
spaee, ready to function as &
fighting unit.

Tugs and gliders need fighter
escort when in action. Although
banking, diving and similar forms
of evasive action are possible
in a glider, it has 1o be remem.
bered that the men inside it
must be fit, to fight on landing
For the same reason, the condi
tions under which the troops
must pass the flight must ensure
adequate light and wventilation.

One of the glider’s great as-
sets is its ability to alight in a
confined space.  “Spollers” fitted
to the wings: " break down . the
lift “when reguired, so that the
angle 'of the glide and sinking
speed can be governed with ex
traordinary precision. The proce
dure is that an air tug is con:
nected to a glider by a cable se-
veral times the span of the towed
aireraft. The tug then takes ofi
normally — the glider needs a
shorter run, because of its lower
wing loading .and leaves the
ground first. At a normal cruis-
ing - speed, the pilot of the glider
has nothing to- do’ but keep his
| aiveraft on a straight level behind
the tug. On its arrival, the glider
casts loose and begins the free|
descent, sliding down like a to-
boggan. Gravity mdintains  the
speed so long as the nose inclines
downwards, and while the speed
is maintained, the wings conti-
nue to lift along the sloping

| flight-path.

The glider manoeuvres cross
wind until a few hundred fect
above the ground; it then turns
into the wind, using full flaps,
and is put down going into a
steep dive until just above the
ground. The approach is usually
made at 70 or 80 miles per hour,
with the glider often using its
speed to “hedge-hep” over obsta
cles at low levels. The touch
down is made at about 50 miles
per hour, with the skid (which
is' like a ship's keel) bringin.
the machine to a quick standstill
