Es decir
diez colones noventa centavos si la empresa se
resuelve a perder la diferencia por falta de mo
neda fraccionaria, El pasaje de segunda alcan-
zara a siete colones ochenta y dos centavos.

Este aumento de treinta por ciento en los
pasajes de ferocarril en los momentos angus.
tiosos porque atraviésa la ciudad y toda la pro-

vincia empeorara nuestra situaciéon que es ya

bastante mala. El mayor precio de los pasaies
restara visitantes a Limon y limitara el movi-
miento comercial que es una de las pocas fuen
tes de vida que tenemos.

victory, Alexandder waitled a

his formula: “Attdek, attack and
wtack again”, Since a year &go,
wowever, when Prime Minister
Churchill pleced him in charge
3° ‘ritain’s forces in the Middle
Rast, he has had his face set
constantly toward Berlin. In his
iavorite fle!d uniform of breeches,
high bocts,  jacket with  red
facings and- cap with red band,
thig Irishmar reminds one of a
deady, poised rapier.

French, Italian, German, Russian
and Urdu he speaks fluently, A
man of wide interests, during
the peace period, as a hobby, he
