On October 21st. 1805, Sritain
ol'tained one of her major vic-
turies in seabattle when Admi-
ral Lord Nelson defeated the
combined French and - Spanish
fleets at Cape Trafalgar. Al-
though the war against Napoledn
Benaparte continued for some
{ime, it may be snid with trith

that the “Pax Britannica" which

reigned during the XIX Cen:
tury was primarily- the result
ot this great viclory, because
it established the overwhelining
British seapow®r which has
rever been relinguished up tn
present day. .

Lord Nelson, as is wellknown,
wag killed in this battle by a
sharpshooter posted in the rig-
ging of the French batt!:ship
“Bucentaure”’, but the greatest
zeafighter of his time lived Jong
enough to hear from the lips
of his flag-captain- that the vie-
tory had bken a great one
indeed.
