We wel;e taken prisoner ir
Decemb.t, 1941, when our sub
marine was sunk during  an
attack on an enemy convoy at
the time of the Joparese in-
vasiin of the Malay penirsula.
Bul within two days we ¢scap
&d shortly beiore dawn on the
<hird morning wii were on the
outskirts <f a town. Hiding  in
di.ches and behind bushes we
eluded the Japanese patrols ard
reached the hills, The severth
night we  went dewn to  the
cfast and lucklly found &  boat.
Th fifty-mile row, to the main-
land tock four day’s, as we had
to make our way from island to
island by night. Chinese helped
us. They were wonderful. One
community of poor fishermen,
after sharivg their vice and fish
with us had a colleztion fiug Have
us hilf a Chinesy dollar. That
was all the money we had
threcughout our trek (when we
finally arrived at our destinaticn
we still had it). We reached the
mainland at a place occupied by
Chinese gu.rillas. Their sentries
sutrcunded us ard fook us to
their leader. We explained who
we were ard he gave us a “safe
conduct” —a small piece of pa-
rer with  Chinzse  characters
written on it. It worked like a
charm. Whenever we showed it
pecple fell over themselves to
help us.

Then: were o lot of evacuees
on the rcad  nnd we followed
them. The Chinese walk fasi and
they never seem to tire. We
must have averaged about 20
or men: miles a day. The roads
they took led wup intp the
mountains, They were little mo
re than rough, rock-strawn tracks,
twisting and curling - for mlle
after mile. The pac: was fast,
but after a few days we got used
‘o it. We walked in silence most
of the time, just concentrating
on walking Our route led from
hamlet to hamlet, clustirs of
two or three poor wooder. huts
perched  precaricusly on  the
mountgin rocks: ‘Misty rain soak
el aur clothes, and icy winds
o & ‘hrough them. On the bare
heights we had to vely on the
kld";s of the villagers to feed

. Nothing cculd grow in such
wild sountry. Most of the towrs
and villages through which we
passed had beer, bombed, and
many of the Chinese had rebuilt
