EL DESCUENTO DE GIROS

Circulan persistentes rumores de que al fi-
nalizar el ano, lo Sucursal del Banco Nacionel de
Costa Rica en esta ciudad, cancelara las coopera-
tivas de descuento de giros a los empleados padbli
cos. Si la noticia es cierta, esta resolucion del Ban-
co habré de causar un enorme perjuicio a quienes
por necesidad han vendido sus giros. Puede esti-
marse en estos momentos en diez mil colones el to-
tal de operaciones que hace el Banco y en unci
suma igual el que hacen los parhculures.

La situacién se tornarg mas lﬂqu:emnfe
cuando el Banco cancele sus cooperativas, por-
que el Cédigo del Trabajo prohibe a los parficu-
lares la compra de giros a funcionarios publicos.
Solo los Bancos del Estado pueden hacer esta cla
se de operaciones. Si ellos no las hacen, como va
a solucionarse este grave problema?

Por encima de las leyes que trataron de pro-
teger a los empleados publicos de la rapifa de
los prestamistas, esta la dolorosa realidad de las
cosas. Y esta realidad es que el empleado publi-
co gana tan escaso salario que tiene necesidod de
nivelar su presupuesto, acudiendo a los présto-
mos, no importa el interés que los usureros le co-
bren.

Estamos seguros que I'a Directiva del Bance
y el sefior Gerente de la Sucursual resolverdr fave-
rablemente esta dificultad en beneficio dé mu-
chas gentes pobres, én un momento tan fremen-
do como el -qué ahora vivimos.
