Hanging like apendant from
the tip of thé Indian’ Peninsula,
ceylon is apatural base from
which to exercise naval and air
control over the Bay of Bengal
and the Indian Ocean. The An-
daman Islands and the south-
west corner of ‘Burma are a
little more than 700 miles away,
‘while the northwest tip of
Sumatra Hes just 1,000 miles
from hen. Island stepping stones
to the southwest link Ceylon
with Southeast Africa and Ma-
dagascar, contributing to the
importante of Ceylon as abase
for the air patrolling of the
Indian Ocean. Trincorislee, in
the northeast corner of the
island, has o ne of the best
anchorages in the Far East,
whilewhile Colombo, in the
southwest corner ,is a big com-
mercial port, with facilities to
handle a large amount of ship-
ping anhd supplies.

Fifty thousand or more Ceylo-
nese have joined the army or
navy or labor corps. East Afri-
¢an natve troops are,here in
considerable force —tall, deep-
chested fellows bred to the tro-
pics and now being especiallly
trained for jungle operations.
Supplies from Great Britain,
Australia and the Uniled States

are being accumulated. Bases
are being developed, among
them new airdromes hacked

from the jungle, and old air-
dromes are being enlarged.—

New planes have arrived and
mor eare coming.

The latter group are
from East Africa and are mem-
bers of the Female Ambulance
and Nursing Yeomanry.

LIBERATION

It was by Maita’s cudurance
and the gallantry of British
arms by sea, eir and Jand that
we have held the koy to Africa
and the key to Europe. For this,
and to evert from the garrison
the horor of bocoming  priso
ners <f war, R heavy price has
ben paid — not least in the sacrl
fices made by the Navy.

Malta, a lone speck, has been
standing sentinel in the Mediter
ranean, flying the Union Jack
and the red and while Maltese
flag, fighting back, ever undaun
ted, 80 miles from Axis territo
ry, 1.000 miles from Gibraltar
and nearly. as much agnin from
Alexandria, for three and a half
years, Backwards ard forwards
has flowed the tide of battle for
the control of the Mediterranean.
Whoee sea? Malta never doubt-
ed the answer; from the fall of
France, when that country fail
ed to provide the island's air
cover from Bizerta, to the battle
of El Alamein that opened
“Bomb Alley" for the Navy.

On Nov. 26 1942, when the
grey ships of the Navy escort-
ed four merchant ships to the
island unmolested, They were
followed by a steady flow bring-
ing relief. It was El Alamein
that delivered Malta, but it ]
equally true that it was Malta
that saved Egypt. Even in the
brief period from June to Octo
ber, 1942, the time of Malta's
agony, the Navy's maintenance
of the island in the fighting U
ne enabled our submariues, the
R. A. F. and the Fleet Air Airm
to destroy 75 and more of Rom
mel's  supply ships—resources
worth an army corps to that am
bitious general.

Malta stands in the van of the
forces of the United Nations in
the Cetral Mediterrancan. The
King's wisit to th island on
which, for its gallantry, he bes
towed last year the George
Cross, is a-resplendent climax
to the island’s gallant tory. No
where coul his Majesty’s pre-
sence among his people and fight
ing men be better deserved; no
where could a Royal visit raise
deeper emotions of gratitude and
pride, for loyalty has been one
of the outstanding inspirations
of the populace and garrison
throughout the years of Axis
attack and siege.

The costliest Victorin Cross
ever presenied is now in posse-
ssion of the family of the late
Lieutenant Te Moana Nui a
Kiwa Ngarimu, whose winning
of the award at Tebagagap, Tu-
nigia, was one of the most gall-
ant episodes of this war. It is
che firstt V. C. ever award-
ed a Maori and st the
investitude held at Ruatoria
on New Zealand's east coast
unique ceremonies marked the
occasion of that milestone in the
history of the Maori people. Ten
thousand Maoris were brought
there from all parts of the do-
minion by steamer, tramn, bus
and military lorry at a cost to
the New Zealand government
estimated between %80,0600 and
$100,000, joined in a joyous
celebration that rolled back the
years to the days when the
world's happiest warriors were
a race that combined a rich
cultural background with canni-
balism andsthe highest form of
war chivalry with amazing stan-
dards of military science.

It was the ancestors of these
khaki-clad soldiers of the Maori
battalion who, when fighting at
famous Orakua Pa (fort) sent

back the heroic answer to a
surrender demand: “Friend, I
shall fight you for ever and

ever”. The Maorl was joined by
peaceful treaty and mutual res-
pect in a brotherhood that is
maintained to this day, when
Maori and Pakesa (white) fight
side by side in New Zealand
dvisions in the Middle East and
Pacific.

" On that day of investiture
the Maori was again the Maori
of the past. Facial tribal marks
were painted on and rolled-up
European trousers showed under
Maori piupius (flax and bead
skirts), and finely designed mat
cloaks of warriors and maidens.
The spirit of ancient tradition
gleamed in their eyes and gave
poetry to their language and
grace to their limbs. It mattered
not that spring rains had been
unkind, that slushy mud was
churned to liquld upon the
“marae” (tribal meeting place).
The day was spectacular. In the
small weather boardcottage
that is the Ngarimu home
the hero's grandmother day
dying, upheld only that she
'should hold inv her hand the
Victorla Cross before the end.
That night Moana Ngarimu’s
father stood at her bedside and '
held toward her the small
Maltese cross inscribed ‘For
Valor”. The old lady who had
known days of dfierce tribal
combat and rigorous Maori
wars, reached out her wrinkled
hand touched it briefly. A
proud smile crossed her face.
“Now I am happy in my grand-
son”, she said dand closed her
eyes forever.
