CANTANDO LA CIGARRA...

Al finalizar mil novecientos cuarenta y tres,
vuelve a presentarse con igual gravedad el mis-
me problema de hace un aiio. Hace falta dinero.
Hace falta trabajo. Hombres sanos andan por las
calles solicitando. empleo y pidiendo pesetas. La
crisis para #sta Noche Buena puede apreciarie
en las tiendas vacias de compradores. La razon
es sencilla. Si no hay trabajo, no hay dinero.

La International Balsa Corporation que
mantuvo durante todo el afo un promedio de dos-
cientos peories, apenas tiene ahora unos cin-
cuenta. La Caribean Packing Company esta al
tenminar la construccion de su edificio y ha des-
pedido a casi todos los obreros. El Palacio Muni-
cipal se concluyé hace meses. Con este movimien
t oocasional de dinero mantuvimos un poco de
equilibrio en nuestra situacién econdmica. Aho
ra no hay mas trabajo ni posibilidades de nuevas
construcciones.

Desgracmdumenfe el problema de estabili-
zar nuestra vida y nuestro progreso no estd en
que se hagan mds o menos construcciones. Ello
puede aliviar momentaneamente la situacion pe-
ro no mantenerla indefiridamente. Sin industrias,
sin movimiento de carga y descarga de vapores,
sin turismo de ninguna clase, sin exportaciér. de
bananos, no queda otra solucién para encausor
nuestra vida que e desarrollo de la agricultura en
pequeiio, inteligentemente apoyade que permita
a muchos vivir con el producto de su propio tra-
bajo. Muthas buenas mideas han surgido en be-
neficio de la zona Atldntica, pero todas ellas se- °
han’enredadc en el papeleo de los estudios y de
los informes mds o menos bien intencionados. Lo
donacion de tierras en pequenas parcelas a los
ocupantes de la milla maritima; las cooperati-
vas de cacao ¢l almacén de depdsito y la Caja
Rural de Crédito estan tcdavia en gestacion in-
definida, y alli estarén por mucho tiempo.

Y estos proyectos, concertidos en realidad,
son lo tnico que puede salvarnos. Perdimos dos
anos en resolver si haciamos o no haciamos, sond
la campana de la reaiidad sin haber hecho rnada.
Ahora nos damos cuenta que toda la labor se ha
limitado a suministrar un calmante como a los
enfermos incurables, sin una esperanza ni un pro
posito definido. Si hubiéramos tenido un almacén
. de depésito y una Junta Rural de Crédito, al am-
| paro de elles habriamos podido desarrollar nues-
