| THE ARMY'S HEALTH

| FII'S CONTRIBUTION |

The hca]th ni’ the British Navy,
Army and Air Force has been
outstandingly good. In the
Eighth Army, which fought for
three years in Igypt, Libya and
Tunisia, the incidence of typhus;l
tetanus, typhold, cholera and
smallpox was almost negligible.
The incidence of dysentery was
relatively low. Among enemy
troops in Africa the incidence of
dysentéry was thuch higher, a
tact which is sald to have con-!
tributed to the victory at El
Alamein, 4 |

Much eredit for this happy
state is due to the Navy, Army
and Afr Force “medical services,
Their work in wartime, how-
ever, could not have been so ef-,
ficlently performed but for the

' medical work of peacetime. Re-,

search had, produced good V'lc(‘l-l
nes; they were put to good ef-
fect. Before leaving ritain,
troops were inoculated against
typhoid and paratyphoid, cholera,
smallpox;, tetanus and yellow
fever. In cases of dysentery,
British  troops in _the Wesrernl
Desert reacted well to recently
diccovered drugs.

The e¢nemy’s record was not
s0 good. Typhoid fever wasr

foynd ‘to be endemic among Ger-
man and Ttalian prisoners, but
whern they were inoculated with
the British vaccine, the number
of cases of the fever dropped
abruptly. Another example of the
virtue of vaccines was given in
the incidence of tetanus® Among

British troops in the Middle
East, who had been immunized
against it, the incidence was
0.013 per cent; among  South

Africans, who had not been im-
munized, the {ncidence was 0.16,
or twelve times as great.

With a population of less than
a quarter of a million, only 5,000

of them Europeans, Fiji has ma-|

de some remarkable and varied
contributions to the war effort
of the British Empire and Com-
menweath. Up to  March, 1942,
its inhabitants had given two
bombers and five fighter aero-
planes to the Imperial forces and
had subscribed $ 80,000 to the
British Red Cross.

Fijain commandos were In
actlon. against the Japanese dur-
ing the re-conquest of Guadalea-
nal. Although they did not suf-

fer a single casualty, the number

of Japanese they killed ran into
three figures. In the spring of
this year, the first battalion of
the IIji Infantry Regiment left
Suva for service overseas. It was
the first complete Fijian eomba-
tent. unit ever to go abroad. The
