En otro lugar de este numero, publicamos
una parte del PROYECTO EN EDUCA-
CION AGRICOLA de que es autor don Mau-
rice L. Shapiro, y que hemos tomado de la Re-
vista de Café.

Todas las observaciones que hace el senor
Shapiro en el citado articulo son tristemente
ciertos, con el agravante de que tdos los fun-
cionarios ptiblicos, desde hace veinte afos, las
cocen experimentalmente, sin que se haya he-
cho nada en beneficio practico de la agricultu-
ra. Muchos proyectos, muchos estudios, mu-
entidades mas o menos cientificas, muchos
buenos deseos, pero practicamente sin orien-
tacién definida.

Todos estamos convencidos de que es ne-
cesario una organizacion completa en nuestros
sistemas agricolas, que permitan un desarrollo
en nuestra produccion, pero no hacemos otra
cosa que teorizar. Cada nuevo Gobernante tie
ne la mejor intencion de encausar la agricultu-
ra para el desarrollo de nuestra potencialidad
econémica. Pero el proceso de ese encausa-
miento no pasa nunca de la catedra. No és so-

lamente una Secretaria de Agricultura Io que

era necesario crear, sinoun programa que lle-
nar en la practica, especialmente en las escue-
las de segunda ensenanza.

La provincia de Limoén esta todavia en un
estancamiento agricola lamentable. Abando-
nada la industria del banano, hemos quedado
como tinica base de produccién con el cacao.

El tunico esfuerzo de estos ultimos arios han
sido las colonias agricolas de Pococi. Pero es-
tas se han desarrollado de una manera empiri
ca, con ensayos particulares que la mayoria de
las veces resultan un fracaso.

Hace falta un centro de consulta donde se
pueda facilitar a los interesados los consejos
necesarios para el buen éxito del trabajo. Hace

do se termine la guerra debemos estar prepa-
rados para afrontar la crisis.
