Many of the students who atten-
ded this highly essential institution were of
an inferior educational status than will be re-
quired of those who will seek admission "to
the proposed Secondary School. There is
every need fo rthe continuation of the Limon

Commercial Institution, with its separate
and distinct programme to care for the young
sters still in their educational cradles and to
fit them to efficiently earn their livelihood.
