Our attention has been directed to the dif-
ficulty which faces another group of our strug-
gling farmers in connection with the shipping,
by railroad. of their Cacao and other products,

The cultivators directly affected are Joca-
ted at “Alba”, a very productive center about
one and a half miles from Moin and three-
quarters of a mile this side of Buenos Aires,
on the “Zent” branch line, where a platform
exists and from which the cultivators on that
farm an dothers of the vicinity have been ship-
ping their products during the lengthened pe-
riod of about twenty years, we are told.

It is now stated they have been notified by
a representative of the Northern Railway Com
pany of the discontinuance of “Alba” as a
freight receiving station. This will necessitate
the penple transporting their goods by animals,
along the same railway track; either to Moin
or Buenos Aires, with the risks of serious acci-
dents, not only from passing trains but from
the ill conditioned pathways over which the
heavily loaded animals must travel, particular-
ly during the rainy seasons. As it is said that
the platform at Buenos Aires is privately own-
ed, it may not be available to the general body

FINLAND REJECTS RUSSIA’S PEACE
CONDITIONES

Notwithstanding of the
Allied Nations, in an effort
t0 secure the acceptance
of ' Russia’s Pedce condi-
tions the parliament of Fin-
lend has rejectéd them and
resolvéd to continue in the
war alongside the Axis
group.

Commeting on the Finnish
decision, the British press
declared that the acceplan:
ce of the terms would have
enabled Finland to retain
her independenpe and so-
vereignty, while the reject-
ion will expose her to all
the terrible horrors of the
war,

As against the attitude of

The fact that Air Chief Mar-
shal Sir Arthur W. Tedder has
been made second among mission
leaders Indicates the possibility
that the invasion will see the
greatest  display of tacticil air
power the world hag ever known
Marchal Tedder is probably the
most  experienced  and skilled
man in the world in' the use of
the airplare as a tactical weapon

Judging only by the pattern
of tactical air power as woven
by Marshal Tedder from El Ala
