BRITISH COLONIAL POLICY

The aim of the British colo-
nial policy is selp % government
for “the Colonies. This policy is
be.mg continually implemented
‘by a step - by - step process. The
various ‘Colonies are in various
stages of development in  their
Pprogramme complete
self - government from Crown
C;)]i;ny or Protectorate.

The legislative mandate of
this programme is the Colonial
Development and Welfare Act
passed by Parliament in  1940.
Under this Act British taxpayers
pay tribute to the Colonies. Even
before this Act, the British Gov-

errment made a number of
grants for technical research
ang loans to colonial govern-

ments to balance their budgets.
Thus the Act represents not a
new policy so much as a codifi-
cation ang extension of existing
policy. The Act authorises an
expenditure (by the Brifish tax-
payery on social welfare in the
Colonies up to 5 million T $ 20
million) a year for a period of
ten years: In addition, there is a
grant of 500,000 (§ 2 millior)
a 'yéar for research, At the same
time some 10 million (§ 40 mi-
Mion) worth of loans previously
advanced to the Colonies were
cancelled, because the payment
of interest would have strained
Colonial. resources. To employ
the 500,000 g year allocated for
research the Colonial Products
Research Courcil was set up in
January last,

FULL MEASURE

The sitting opens with a pray-
er, which is read by the Gover-
nor while fthe assembly stands in
devout silence, The words are
very beautiful ard can be ac-
cepted by all members.
