CANARY CAMPAIGN

When Japan conquered the
Dutch East [ndies, cutting the
Allies off from quinine supplies,
British scientists had to speed
up their wcrk in perfecting
mepacrine, the substitute for
quinine.

To do so they needed canaries
for “guinea pigs”, at the rate
of 100 a month., Unforfunately,
the bird-seed supply in Britain
at that tim ~wes at a very low
ebb. The scientists had difficulty
in obtaining even half a dozen
canaries,

To an Englishman the Whi
te Cliffs of Dover symbolize
what the Statue of Liberty does
to an American: Homs! They
also stand for resistance to the
forces of tyranny ang despotism.
Dovér, nestling: among the
cliffs, ifs citizens using  their
arclent caves as bomb shelters,
is that “southeastern English-
city”, so often reported bombed.
2,000 years, these chalky promi
nefnces been the “back-
ground for some amazing sights
and goings-on-all having to do
with the history of England.
The White Cliffs touch English
life intimately in almost every
way. Ir peace they are the
markers, gleaming through the

In th, summer of 1940 the
undaunted citizens of Dover
stood on the cliffs and watched
the Germans in France preparing
for the invasior which never
came.
