EL CIERRE DOMINICAL

De conformidad con lo diispuesto en el Co-
digo de Trabajo, desde el domingo, se procedid
al cierre general de establecimientos en Ia ciu-
dad. Tenemos informes de que en todos los lu-
gares de la zona Atlantica la ley fué acata rigu-
rosamente.

Pero, este acatamiento de la ley esta ocasio
nando un enorme perjuicio, no solamente al co
mercio, cuyas ventas merman sensiblemente,
sino al mismaq pueblo a quien la ley trata de fa-
vorecer. Lo

En Limon, por ejemplo, fueron cerradas las
carnicerias del Mercado Municipal. El perjui-
cio que esto ha ocasionado al publico es mas
grande de lo que puede creerse. En este clima
las carnes no puede guardarse de un dia para
otro porgeu se descomponen. Aqui los carnice
ros sacritican sus animales en la madrugada
del dia en que han de vender la carne. Si el
tiem es caluroso la carne se ha descompuesto
antes de diez horas. No puede esperarse, ni en
las mejores cond:c:ones, conservar carne veinti
cuatro o treinta horas. En la meseta central la
carne puede durar desde el sébado en la mana
na al domingo en la tarde. Aqui no es posible ha
cerlo sino poniéndola en refrigeradoras. Como
la mayoria de las gentes no gozan de estas faci
lidades, solo unos cuantos privilegiados pue-

' den darse el lujo de comer carne los domingos.

Pero esta es apenas una parte de los perjui-
cios que la aplicacion de la ley esta ocasionan-
do. La mayoria de las gentes que viven en las
fincas, salen los domingos a los comisariatos
de las poblaciones cercanas a proveerse de los
articulos comestibles de toda la semana. Ahora
esto no es posible. Como la mayoria de ellos tra
bajan a jornal pierden un dia cada sem@na pa
ra comprra los comestibles.

Hy también otro perjuicio indirecto que se
esta haciendo a los trabajadores. El sabado re-
cogen su jornal y el domingo, con todo su dine
ro no encuentran otra cosa que los expendios
de licores abiertos y alli dejan fatalmente todo
el trabajo de la semana. .

La intencién de la ley fué muy buena para
amparar el descanso dominical, pero en la préac
tica ha resultado un perjuicio general que no
puede mantenerse. Es necesario que se haga
una reforma qeu ampare el descanso y no per
judigue ni aI comercio ru' al pablico.
