The War in Europe

With the U. S, and British
armies closing in on the great
French port of Chierbourg,
itg fate as well as that of the
German divisions defending
the important base seems
sealed. General Eisanhower
last Wednesday dropped a
message to the encircled Ger
mans pointing out the futi-
ity of holding cut any longer
and asking them to surren-
der. The capture, of this port
will make it possible for the
Allies to transport more troops
to the continent, because it
will greatley strengthen the
supply line acrosg the Chan-
nel, which as long as stores
@nd ammunition have to be
unloaded on the beachheads
cannot be overtaxied, Obser-
vers at the Supreme Allied
Expeditionary Headquarters
believe that there are about
three German divisions in-
eluding one armoured divi-
sion defending Chebourg,
which is being bombarded by
Allied artillery. As we go lo
press the U. S. troops were
about 315 miles from the
inner defences of the city.

BLASTING THE
ROBOT BASES

The Nozis are ruuning true
to formy alright In the last
war the Gengmans bombarded
Paris with their “Big Berthas”
from a range of about 68

miles, They just pointed their

huge gung in the general di-
vection of a large city which
they were sure they could not
miss, and actually killed a
few French civilians and laid
waste to some of their homes

and churches. The idea, was,

of course, to break French
morale and terrorise the home
front into 'demonding peace
at all cost. The Germans
knew they were licked and
could not heold out much
fonger. A few months later,
the ‘Allied armies lounched
their famous summer offen-
sive, in July 1918, and in less
thon four months the war
was over, with the Kaiser's
armieg thoroughly beaten.

‘This time the Nazis are up

to their old tricks but with o
new weapan. Instead of using
a gun they have invented o
piletless robot plane, which
might be  called a “Flying
Bomb™. It is driven by jet
impulsion after fired Lom a
special platform, A number
of these have been discovered
in northern France, between
S5t. Omer and.Abbeville, and
Allied bombers have been
giving installationg some te-
rrible hammerings from the
air. Still a few of the robots
have reached the regions in
the South of England, and
they have killed o number of
cvilians, destroying a <hurch,
a hospital and a chool, all
of which the Nazis call “stra-
tegic objectives'’. How these
wanton murderers can ima-
gine for one 'second that the
British People after enduring
Dunkirk, defeat in France,
Neorway. Greece and Crete
and ot the beginning even in
North Africa, and then beat-
ing their best commanders in
Egypt, Lybia, Tripoli and Tu-

Onee again in Italy, eontrol of
the air by the Allied Forees
has given valuable results, Tha
Germans holding the ling of
the Rapido appeared to be poor
by informeq of Allied intentions
That is largely explained by
the paucity of their air recon
naissance and ig a direct conse
quence of their air inferiomty
in the battle zone. The move of
the Eighth Army from the
Adriatic end of the line right
across the mountain backone of
Italy to the opposite flank would
not have been allowed to pro

ceed  without interruption if
the enemy had known about
it.

A great many advantages

are ‘tonferred by air superiori

ty, The ability to blind the
enemy is one. The power 1o
break his communication

is another. The Allied Air For
ces in Italy have been exploit-
ing that advantage for waeeks
past The wholg network of rail
ways from Rome southwards
to the battle line has been bro
ken for sompa weeks, That has
driven most of the traffic o to
the roads — to become the spe
cial objedive of medium and
fighter bombers,

SUPPORT. NOT SUSTITUTE

On the battlefield, the Allied
Air Forces gave support as sup
port and not as a substitute for
military operations which should
properly be undertaken by
ground froops, The bomber
was not leated as a piece of mo
bile artillery. It was not ex-
pected to take over work which
could be legimately done by
the guns. In the Rapido batlte,
the guns in great- sirength were
used both to pound German de
fence positioos and fo cover
advancing infantry That is in
accordance with the combined
pir and lang tactics which ha
ve been worker out between the
Army and the RAF in their
long and close association sin-
se the fighting in the desert.

It does not imply that the air
arm 1s not asked to deal with
any targefs on a battlefield.
