MR. NORMAN MAYERS

New British Charge D’Affaires

September
10th, Mr. Francis Joseph
Patron, the British Chargé
d’Affaires abandoned Costa
Rica, and his duties have
been taken over by Mr.

" Norman Mayers, who comes
to Costa Rica from the Fo-
reign Oifice in London.

Mr. Mayers entered the
British Foreign Service af-
ter the last war, during
whlch he saw military ser-
vice as a infantry officer in
India. Since then he has had
very considerable experien-
ce as a diplomat in the Near
East, having served in Sy-
ria, Arabia, Egypt and Ethio
Dia, especially with the Bri
tish Embassy in Cairo.

Having been in Addis Abe
Jba during the Italian con-
@auest of that country, he
jmet Hailie Selassie, the
“King of Kings” of Ethiopia
In Syria he met many years
ago the two wellkihown
French generals Gamelin
and Weygand, who léd the
French armies before their
collapse in 1940, He also
knows Ibn Saud, the first
monarch of Arabia, and the
late King Fuad of Egypt.
At the beginning of the pre
sent  confliet, Mr. Mayels
was stationed as Consul in
the capital of Rumania, Bu-
carest, and was an eye wit
ness to many vicissitudes
that country passed during
the German occupatidn. He
abandoned Rumania in com
pany of H. B, Majesty’s Mi-
nister when diplomatic rela.
tions between Britain and
Rumania - were severed in
1941,

Returning to the British
Embassy in Cairo for a few
months, Mr. Mayers arrived
there in time to see the Bri
tish Expeditionary Force eva
cuating first Greece and
then Crete after fighting so
me of the most heroic bat-
tles of the war against a
numerically superior enemy

On

Sunday,

and  shortly after t'hesel
events came the renewed
advance of the Axis forces
to the borders of Egypt. Tho
se were indeed anxious days
for, Britain jn the Mediterra
nean, because of the Axis
submarines .and _superior

air power of the enemy,
but they have now faded in
to history with the great
victories of General Mont-
yomery in Egypt, Lybia, Cy
renaica and Tripol, and the
annihilation of the Italo-Ger
man armies by the Anglo-
American forces in Tunisia.

Again Mr. Mayers;was trans
ferred to a trnuble spot, na
mely to'Isaphan, the beauti
ful city in Iran (Persia) He
was - there when a British
army marched into the coun
try from the South and a Rus
sian army from''the North
to expel notorious Axis ele
ments from the country. He
terminated his ‘experiences
in the Near East with a term
of duty in Mersin, one of
the only two ports then open
to the U. Nations to main
tain ‘their commereidl rela
tiong with Turkey.

zWhen Mr. Mayers return-
ed to London 'in 1943 to
occupy a post in the Foreign
Office, he experienced some
of the “Luftwaffe’s” bomb
ing attacks from the air,
and just before leaving the
city at:the .beginning of Au-
gust; he was/ ‘exposed to the
savage attacks' of the flying
bombas sent” ovér by the
Germans  in a last minute
attempt to stop Britain’s all
out war effort.

Britain Was The Rallyng Rallyng
Point Of European
Freedom

In June 1940 when France
surrendered and Western Eu_
rope came under German con_
trol, every ‘European patriot
identified his patriotism with
Britain’s struggle. Thousands
of them came to London to
fght on under British leader.
ship with British weapons and
in  British wniforms, which
bore instead of the English re_
gimental flash the word "Fran
ce”’, ‘on "Belgium”, or “'Po.
land”. Allied Governments
were set up in London—pieces
of English soil becoming for
the time being Czech of Greek
or Belgian territory.

Sixty - Six German
Generals Dead

One third of an important
German military group has
been put out of action wi-
thin the past two months.
When D. Day dawned -the
German Army had two hun
dred generals and general
officers. By August 6 no less
than sixty-six of these had
been put out of action
through various causes.

The biggest toll has been
exacted by the vast Eastern
Front, where the capture of
Lieut General Franek, Com
mander of the 73rd German
Infantry Division, brought
the number of German Ge
neral officers  who had capi
tulated to twenty-seven.
