lowest ebb. Her economic
and political situation conti
nues to deteriorate. Yet it
is from China, most strate-
gists agree, that our final
blows against Japan must
be struck.

Excepl for the galalnt fight
they are making in Yunnan
the Chinese forces are badly
beaten and for all present
purposes virtually out ot
the War. They cannot stop
the furious Japanese dri-
ves in central China, and
their retreat is earrying our
forces back with them. This
is neither our fault nor that
of China. It is a miracle ot
fortitude that Chitga, lack-
ing a'most everything to
fight with, and completely
unindusrialized compared

with Japan, has held off her
ruthl:ss  enemy for more
than seven years.

A MAN'S LIFE

Blood transfusions are sa
ving thousands of lives on
the battlefields of France
Here is a dramatic story
which shows how one - of
the most important med:
